        Part One:  Annual Parish Meeting
   Open Session with parishioners
Potholes were reported at the junction going towards St David’s Rose and by the railings. These had been reported by the Chair. Balfour Beatty to carry out the repairs. It was agreed that residents would report the holes as the more input the more the likely for action to be taken.
        During the Annual Parish Meeting there was a discussion on the issues of parking and emergency access in St David’s Rise, Little Dewchurch. The Parish Council heard representation from members of the public present. There had been access problems for service vehicles and arguments that had led to the Police attending. The residents just want to be able to park. Some of the options that had already been explored were discussed, such as using current green spaces, but the cost of doing this had been thought to be disproportionate to the amount of space actually gained. The members of the public were asked to write to the Ward Cllr and Parish Council to express their concerns. It was agreed that the Parish Council would write to the Head of the Fire Service, copied into the MP and other bodies, to request that a risk assessment of the situation be undertaken due to the access and parking in the road. It was also agreed that Ward Cllr Summers would take the issue up with Herefordshire Council, Herefordshire Housing and other bodies as may be able to assist.
         There were also reports of blocked drains in the road and flooding when it rains due to water not being able to get away. The drains by No’s 6 and 7 St David’s Rise plus around the corner were blocked and required jetting. The Lengthsman would take a look at the situation to assess what should be done.
         A member of the Little Dewchurch Social Committee was in attendance and she confirmed that the LDSC were willing and able to fund items such as planting and a seat for the green subject to agreement of what was required. A further meeting to discuss options would be arranged between the LDSC and the Diary plus PC members. Cllr Straker was obtaining the necessary cultivation licence. The plants chosen would be bee and butterfly friendly.
         The Chair would check regarding permission for the Fun Day to be held on the green on August 3rd 2019.
